Search the Web Using GoodSearch.com 
 

Our school is participating in a program with GoodSearch.com where we earn 50% of the ad revenue 

generated by Yahoo! Search Engines. That typically amounts to one cent per search! Considering how 

often some of us are on the web combined with all of our students utilizing this search service, the 

potential exists for good revenue.  As of the end of July, Noor-Ul-Iman School has raised more than $250 

with this program.  Consider using GoodSearch.com for your searches and ask your family, friends, and 

neighbors to use GoodSearch.com.  Be sure to designate Noor-Ul-Iman School as the recipient of the 

donations generated by your searches.

It's 

super-easy, and all you have to do is apply for and 

use a Target® Visa® Card, Target® Card (for use at 

Target stores only), or Target® Check Card. Target 

donates an amount equal to one percent (1%) of 

purchases at any Target store and Target.com, and 

one-half percent (1/2%) of purchases made 

everywhere else Visa credit cards are accepted.
